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Most Holy Theotokos, save us! 
My Dear Spiritual Ohana, 

As we come to the 

month of August, we 

come to celebrate 15 days 

dedicated especially to the 

Theotokos.  These 15 days 

lead us up to the Feast of 

her Dormition, celebrated 

on August 15th. 

Panagia plays a special 

role in our lives as 

Orthodox Christians.  

Bishop Demetri Khoury 

states, most accurately, the following about her 

role:  ñMaryôs meaning for the Orthodox Christian 

lies in this, that she is the first and most perfect 

example of Godôs plan and design for the whole 

Church and for each individual Christian.  

Because she is Theotokos, that is the Mother of 

God, she is also the first and highest among the 

saints.  She is a model not only for women, but 

indeed for all Orthodox Christians, men, women, 

young people, children, senior citizens.  When we 

are talking about Mary, we 

are saying something about 

ourselves, we are 

proclaiming the Christian 

ideal of humanity.  She is the 

perfect Christian.  In her life 

and person she shows 

perfectly what it means to 

believe, to love and to be 

loved, to be graced, to be 

saved.  The scriptures tell us 

that she was ñfull of grace,ò 

that the ñLord was with herò 

and that she had ñfound favor with God.ò  (Luke 

1:28, 30)  For God to have chosen this woman 

above all others to be Mother of His son, she had 

to be a special person, in loving God, in devotion 

to prayer, in personal commitment to God, and in 

communion with Him.  She gives an example of a 

total and freely given acceptance and conformity 
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to the will of God.  She could have said noðand where would 

we be today if she had said no?  But instead she gave us yet 

another example to follow.  She refused to display a blind and 

unreasoning faith, but instead she demonstrated a faith that 

engages the entire person.  She asked questions and when she 

had assured herself that this was indeed the will of God for 

her, she said yes!  This is an example for each of us to follow.ò 

So my beloved, we see her as a model and example for us to 

follow in our lives as Christians.  She is greater in honor than 

all the saints and angels.  She is our mother whom we can turn 

to as a small child turns to his/her own mother.  She is our 

greatest and most fervent Intercessor before her Son, our Lord 

and Savior Jesus Christ and the standard by which we can all 

live by and follow in our personal lives. 

As the Church comes to honor our Lady the Theotokos, let us 

also honor her and ask for her intercessions by coming to the 

various services of Paraklesis (Supplications to the Theotokos), 

the Great Vespers of our Lordôs Transfiguration and of the 

Dormition of the Theotokos as well as the Orthros and Divine 

Liturgies for the celebrations and observing the fast during this 

special Holy Season.  Let us also imitate her in our daily lives 

as much as possible, as she is the greatest example we can 

strive to mirror and emulate.

ñYou are honored more than the Cherubim, 

And you have more glory, when compared, to the Seraphim; 

You, without corruption, 

Did bear God, the Logos; 

You are the Theotokos; 

You do we magnify.ò  

I wish our community a blessed month of August and 

greatest success as we come to hold our Annual Greek Festival

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Remembering our Founders  

Harry and Victoria Moskos 

 

Harry and Victoria Moskos came to Hawaii 

in 1963 when Harry was named bureau chief of 

the Associated Press office in Honolulu.   

Long active in the Greek Orthodox Church in 

Albuquerque, New Mexico, where they were 

married in 1962, Harry and Victoria were sur-

prised to discover that Hawaii was the only 

state without any Orthodox Christian Church.  

One of their first efforts was to scan the tele-

phone book to see if there were any Greek 

names.  Much to their delight, they found list-

ing after listing of the name ñPapasò and 

started calling to find out that ñPapasò with just 

one ñpò is a Filipino name and not a Greek 

name.   

Fortunately, Archbishop Iakovos included a 

stopover in Honolulu while flying to Japan and 

he readily agreed to celebrate the Divine Lit-

urgy.  This started the successful journey for 

the establishment of Sts. Constantine and 

Helen Cathedral.  The first step was a visiting 

Air Force chaplain and then visiting Greek Or-

thodox priests.  This led to the eventual assign-

ment of an Air Force chaplain to Hickam Air 

Force Base.  The arrangement between the 

Archbishop and the Air Force was that after the 

chaplainôs tour of duty was completed a civil-

ian priest would be assigned by the 

Archbishop.   

Harry remembers the conversation with 

Archbishop Iakovos as he was driving him to 

the airport at the end of his first visit to Hono-

lulu.  He asked him how many times since he 

became a hierarch had he celebrated the liturgy 

by himself without a deacon or priest assisting 

him.  He replied, ñThis was the first time.ò   

Harry and Victoria have three children.  Their 

daughters were born at Kapiolani Maternity 

Hospital.  Areti (Tina) was born October 25, 

1964, and Xrisanthe a year later of November 

14, 1965.  Their son Matthew was born in Al-

buquerque on October 4, 1971.   

They left Hawaii in 1969 after the Albuquer-

que Tribune, the Scripps-owned newspaper 

where Harry started his journalism career in 

1953 while still a high school student, asked 

him to return to New Mexico as the newspa-

perôs city editor.  He later became managing 

editor.  In 1980, Scripps named him editor of 

its El Paso, Texas, newspaper, the Herald-Post.  

Coincidentally, when they came to El Paso 

there was not a Greek Orthodox Church but 

there was one when they left in 1984 when 

Scripps named him editor of the Knoxville, 

Tennessee, News-Sentinel.   

Harry was named an Archon of the Ecumeni-

cal Patriarchate in 1980.  He served on the 

Archdiocese Council under both Archbishop 

Iakovos and Archbishop Spyridon.

The Feast of the Dormition of Our Most 

Holy Lady, the Theotokos and Ever-Virgin 

Mary is celebrated on August 15 each year. 

The Feast commemorates the repose 

(dormition and in the Greek kimisis) or 

"falling-asleep" of the Mother of Jesus 

Christ, our Lord. The Feast also com-

memorates the translation or assumption 

into heaven of the body of the Theotokos. 

The Holy Scriptures tell us that when 

our Lord was dying on the Cross, He 

saw His mother and His disciple John 

and said to the Virgin Mary, "Woman, 

behold your son!" and to John, "Behold 

your mother!" (John 19:25-27). From 

that hour, the Apostle took care of the 

Theotokos in his own home. 

Along with the biblical reference in 

Acts 1:14 that confirms that the Virgin 

Mary was with the Holy Apostles on the 

day of Pentecost, the tradition of the 

Church holds that she remained in the 

home of the Apostle John in Jerusalem, 

continuing a ministry in word and deed. 

At the time of her death, the disciples of 

our Lord who were preaching through-

out the world returned to Jerusalem to 

see the Theotokos. Except for the Apos-

tle Thomas, all of them including the 

Apostle Paul were gathered together at 

her bedside. At the moment of her 

death, Jesus Christ himself descended 

and carried her soul into heaven. 

Following her repose, the body of the 

Theotokos was taken in procession and 

laid in a tomb near the Garden of Geth-

semane. When the Apostle Thomas ar-

rived three days after her repose and de-

sired to see her body, the tomb was 

found to be empty. The bodily assump-

tion of the Theotokos was confirmed by 

the message of an angel and by her ap-

pearance to the Apostles.
